The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in regular session on March 21, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center as a Board of Equalization.  Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, Brown called roll call, and Collins led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Others in attendance were:  Debbie Brown, Justin Haines (School Board Representative), Arlen and Betty Hulm, Melinda and Jim Selby, Donn Dupper and Ross Fees.
Jim Holloway, Holloway Storage, LLC. submitted an appeal for Parcel #MH02.52.03.01A for the structure assessment being too high due to water damage.   Rae Schneider, Meade County appraiser reviewed the property and gave the recommendation to drop the assessment from $40,718 to $30,443.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve lowering the home from $40,718 to $30,443 according to Schneider’s recommendation.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Arlen and Betty Hulm submitted an appeal for Parcel #02.64.020.02 for the property value and taxes being too high as there is a draw that run’s all through the property and is full of water most of the summer.  Rae Schneider, Meade County appraiser, recommended not to change the value of this property as values for lots over the average size within the city limits are all assessed the same and changing the value would create an inequality of assessed values.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve lowering the value of property by $10,000 and to take off the structure valued at $1,413.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Chapman made a motion, seconded by Berndt to adjourn.  Motion carried.
