Durkee Lake:
Ross Fees on behalf of SD Game, Fish & Parks discussed with the Council what he had found out on the property at the lake as to who owns what.  He stated that the BLM still shows on some paper work with the County but BLM has no ties to the land so that is something that needs updated.  Fees handed out an Easement that he found that shows the SD Game and Fish having a strip of land twelve (12) feet in width lying above the highwater contour of the lake.  Discussion was held in regards to funding available to get rid of the cattails and doesn’t suggest burning as it doesn’t totally get rid of it and the best way is to excavate them out.  Could be a year or two before this could happen this way or another way would be to use the moss cutter to cut them.  Permits would be needed before anything can be done.  Swimming area and a fishing pier was also discussed.  A fishing pier can be cost shared 75/25 with the state with City’s share being as high as $6,250.  The City would have to maintain it and prepare the lake to allow the wheels to have something to roll on as it would be rolled out and then rolled back in.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Kelly to have Ross Fees submit the paperwork for the digging or mowing of the cattails, preparing swimming area and grant for fishing pier.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  It could be a year or two before any of the items can happen.  There is a possibility of the National Guard coming out to do some of the work needed.
Advertise for Summer Help:
