Executive Session-Personnel:

Kelly made a motion, seconded by Berndt to retire into executive session at 6:21 to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 7:03 PM.

Meade County Commissioner – Niederwerder:

Galen Niederwerder, Meade County Commissioner, spoke to the Council about things going on and was there for questions for him.  Discussion items as follows:

· County has cut overtime, employees and entities like funding for Stock Show.

· Dropped Mill Levy from 6.1 to 4.2.

· Traded old snowplows and mowers and bought a new snowplow and mowers.

· Council asked if they funded any ambulance services within the County and the only thing they do, is pay for utilities for the Sturgis Ambulance service and in turn they don’t charge the County to visit the jail when needed.
· Discussed the City’s current situation with the funding of the Ambulance and City may go to the County to ask for funding.
· Question was asked about Meade County Sheriff’s department and if the County has thought about having a deputy in Faith.
· Discussion was held about the change in the program for a County Health Nurse.

· Riley asked about changing the name of the road north of the Fairgrounds.

Niederwerder stated if there were things that are needed to let him know. 

Shot Clock – School:
Mr. Daughters on behalf of the school talked to the Council about a state mandate that a shot clock will be needed by next school year.  The quote that was received was from Daktronics in the amount of $5,660.  The City Guys would have to install them.  Question was asked if this would be just for basketball and if the school would be willing to pay some.  Mr. Daughters said this is just for basketball and he said they would pay for the one for the locker rooms and referee area at $524 a piece but that wasn’t in the quote of $5,660.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Berndt to delay this until next meeting for more information.  Five – yes votes.  Kelly – no.  Motion carried.

Ambulance:

Kris Escott gave an update on the ambulance that she is still struggling with the schedule with not enough EMT’s.  Sturgis is offering online EMT classes.  This will be advertised and on the news.  Escott stated that she can’t continue as a part time job with a skeleton crew and thinks the wage needs to be better to make it worth their while.  Escott is also working on protocols to be approved by the Medical Director and the State to allow a RN to be able to be on the ambulance and not have to take the extra course as an EMT but can do as much or more.  Escott will be going to the school on Wednesday to discuss a cadet program with them that was discussed at the meeting with SD Ambulance Association.  Escott stated that the blue ambulance is ready for inspection and it was suggested to her about leasing out the extra ambulance as Sturgis needed one at Rally time last year and Spearfish recently needed to lease one.  The green ambulance is registered until 2018.  4-H rodeo has asked for an ambulance for June 23rd and she told them she would sure try.  
Riley made a motion, seconded by Kelly to approve Shandee Gillin as a driver.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Rent Park:

A wedding party had booked the Community Legion and it happened to get over booked with graduation happening.  Lynette Rhoden asked if they could rent the park for the wedding if needed May 13th.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Kelly to allow the wedding party to use the park for a donation as long as it is cleaned up and no damage.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Hire Pool Manager/Lifeguard:

Riley made a motion, seconded by Kelly to hire Denise Meyer as Pool Manager at $12.00 an hour and Mark Smith as lifeguard at $8.90 an hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Collins stated that they have discussed this and have an idea that wouldn’t cost a lot by using a culvert and a cement bottom and then maybe someday put rock around it. Durkee Lake – Equipment:

Riley stated she would like to see the equipment moved that sets on the golf course.  Pictures were handed out that had been taken.  It was suggested to find out for sure who owns the equipment.
