Jim Inghram asked why the City wouldn’t do pit run gravel from Cammack and stated he would pick up all the large rocks himself.  After much discussion, Council directed Debbie Brown not to do the advertising as was approved at the prior meeting and have more information at the next meeting.
Stock Show - Tractor:

A while back it was discussed about the City leasing a JD or Kabota Mowing tractor with the Faith Stock Show.  The City really wouldn’t be interested in using the tractor and the Stock Show would be willing to pay for all the expenses to get the tractor and if there were to be any damage, Stock Show would be the only one using it and there wouldn’t be any argument on who has damaged it.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the tractor for the Stock Show to use.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Haying Specifications and Approve to Advertise:
Mayor Haines stated that the area around the Cemetery is not the City’s property to hay as it belongs to Harry J. Krause, so that area needs taken off the specifications and advertising.  The airport has some changes also due to inspections.   The following will be added to the airport specifications:  The City will mow around all lights, markers and tar 60 (sixty) inches.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve those changes.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Update on Mitigation Grant:

Loren Schaefer, Dave Lutz, Jim Poppen, Glen Haines and Debbie Brown were on a conference call with FEMA office asking if they would be willing to change their rule that the bid had to come in at the exact amount and if the community could pay the difference if they were willing?  FEMA office stated they would be willing to allow this. Loren Schaefer will talk with the current bidders and see if they can negotiate a lower price.
