Copier:

Marconet was contacted as they are the current company the City has a contract with for their current copiers to discuss a new copier.  Curt Underhill with Marconet stopped at the office and explained the different options and costs associated.  With our current contract for police and the City Office, the monthly cost is $77.38 per month with 1,200 allowable copies and $.04 per sheet after that.  The police doesn’t even get to their allowable copies.  If getting rid of the current printer and using just the copier, the cost of ink would be approximately $115.03 a quarter so total yearly approximate cost is $1,388.68.  The new contract would be $115.61 per month with 4,000 allowable copies and $.01 per sheet after that and all ink and supplies provided.  This would be getting rid of the current copier, fax and printer and using one unit and the scanning would be a lot easier that it is currently with the copier now.  The Police Department will no longer be on the contract.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to sign a new contract with a new copier.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
