· Gives opportunity for country kids to get acquainted and come to Faith for school/high school.

· Push adult only swimming, some don’t like splashed so won’t go.

· Facebook also a good advertiser.

· In comparison to the Museum and Pool.  Hate to see City take away one and not the other.

· Learning to swim is critical as some were close to not making it out of the Lake.

· 2016 it was closed and the Lumber Yard noticed it by less sales that summer.  That means less sales tax.  Parents pick up supplies, groceries etc. when bringing kids to town but if they go to another town, they will purchase there.

· Do we have enough lifeguards.  Not a good deal when closed 4th of July, Stock Show and early in the summer.

· Do a family fun night, that night the pass doesn’t count.

· Concern to make sure an adult manages the pool.

Hellekson stated that she hoped everyone knew we didn’t want the pool closed, just looking at options and ideas. Trainor asked if the crowd was surprised in the cost of the pool and no one seemed to be.  Tanya Bushong thanked the Council for all they do.  Council thanked the crowd for attending and their ideas.

Parking Lot Discussion:

Jon Collins stated that it was looked at to do some cement work and some sealing in the cement and pavement and not tear up the whole parking lot.  There could be a drain system installed at the double doors on the east side of the building with grates across it for the water to go to and have a vault style under the grates.  The grates where it will be walked on will have to be a smaller grate, a honeycomb style of ½ inch.  Gutters may not be necessary on the east side.  There could be a drop inlet at the curb and daylight to the east.  It was estimated about $8,000 to do the project.  Donn Dupper had talked to the state about them using the crack seal machine on the area to seal the cracks and also some of the streets.  Chapman had looked at area with the guys and felt it was a good idea.  It was asked about the pavement being too high and was discussed a possibility to grind it.
