Kindsvogel/Inghram Road:

Bogue explained the process that would happen if the road is deemed as necessary.  First thing that needs to happen is to make sure of where the actual lot lines are.  Easement is a less formal option.  Some discussion was held in regards to water and sewer.  Bogue explained the cost could be assessed to the Inghram’s.  Riley stated it looks as though the family would need to decide what they wanted for sure since they would be paying for it and City could survey in the meantime.  Kelly made a motion, seconded by Riley to survey the City’s lots (Lots 1-5 of Outlot H) next to Inghram’s property at the City’s cost.  Five – yes votes.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.
Shot Clock – School:

Kelly Daughters approached the Council again about the shot clock that the SD Activities Association mandated to the schools.  The School pays lease to City for the gym and the school would like the City to purchase the shot clock.  Daughters explained that when there is a game in town, the City is gaining sales tax dollars.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to purchase the shot clocks at $5,660 and leave it up to the school to install.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Ladies Medical Organization:

Michele Hulm stated she raised all the money for the ambulance cot without a donation from the City.  The cot is ordered and on it’s way.  Council thanked Michele Hulm.
Ambulance Wages:

Kris Escott talked with the EMT’s and Driver’s about the wage that was discussed at the last meeting and they were appreciative of it, but even with that, they probably wouldn’t take more time.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Kelly to accept the following payscale and keep the mileage as before for anyone coming to town and staying at least 24 hours to take call starting April 25th, 2017 at the next start of the  payperiod.

Kelly made a motion, seconded by Chapman that the lake lease be amended for 2017 and future years to reflect that due to geography that the partition fence between the City and Fischbach be maintained with the City or its lessee responsible for the South half and Fischbach responsible for North half. All yes votes.  Motion carried.
