Trainor made a motion, seconded by Chapman to set up bid package for Community Building with doors in a separate package and quote doors.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Chapman made a motion, seconded by Riley to approve Brosz to survey Community Center and Public Safety Building.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
