School Board/City Council – Agreement on Safe Room:

The School Board met with the City Council to discuss the agreement for the new safe room.  Eric Bogue was on hand to take with him the items wanted in the agreement and bring the agreement back to both the School Board and City Council at the June 4th meeting.  Some of the items for the agreement were as follows:

The building would be turned over to the school after all bills are paid depending on warranty issue of the building if it would have to stay in the City’s name for that reason.  The City will pay $100,000 of the difference between the grant and the bid amount, not of any alternate bids.  All alternate bids would be paid by the School.  The City and School approve the plans and bids.  The Facility Committee from the School is the Superintendent, Noma Welter and Sharron Johnson and the City Building Committee is Glen Haines, Jerry Spencer and Dianne Hellekson which will meet on a regular basis when needed.
Land Lease:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to table until Eric Bogue receives the information needed to complete the land oil lease.  Motion carried.

Executive Session:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Spencer to retire into executive session at 8:01 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:43 PM.

Pool Personnel:
The City Council discussed with the swimming pool personnel some items they would like to see done at the swimming pool this year and that they will receive a new updated Swimming Pool Manual which they need to read and sign that they have read it and follow the rules in the manual.
Council would like to take more applications for lifeguards and ticket takers.  Hellekson will put in the school bulletin.  

Council asked Karli Kilby if she would be interested in taking the WSI class also to give lessons with Tori Afdahl as Alana Gray has pulled her application.  Karli stated she would probably be interested.  BreeAnn Manca would be interested in the lifeguard position instead of the ticket taker position if the Council would allow.
Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to purchase a water fountain at $159.95 for the swimming pool area.  Motion carried.  The City will not be selling pop at the swimming pool.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to table until next meeting after Tori Afdahl receives more information.   Motion carried.
Inghram made a motion, seconded by Spencer to adjourn.  Motion carried.
