Jami Delbridge approached the Council about using the Sports Complex again for the softball 
games as they did last year.  Brown made a motion, seconded by Trainor to sponsor the summer 
activiites at the sports complex as far as baseball, softball and soccer so the City would have 
spectator insurance at no extra fee.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

He found a few online that were in the range of $1,300 - $1,400 for a free floating commercial 
diving board but he is still looking.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to 
approve Collins to purchase a reasonably priced diving board.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Grant for Loader:


There is a grant for a loader through Rural Development up to $50,000 but you would have to 

own the loader so couldn’t go through the lease program but could do a loan at 4.25% with 
them.  Also talked about another grant but didn’t feel it fit any category.  Brown made a motion, 
seconded by Trainor to approve to table.
