Grant for Telephone:
SDN Communications has been a recipient of Broadband Technology Opportunities Program (“BTOP”) Award.  Since we are a member company, we are able to use this grant through SDN.  This grant is used to build and enhanced broadband infrastructure at specific sites.  We will have to pay 20% of the project and 100% of the equipment that is needed at each site.  The approximate cost of the project is $250,316.53 making our cost $50,063.31 and our cost of equipment would be $50,632.50 for a total cost to us of $100,695.81.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Springman to go forward with the project with funding coming out of telephone capital outlay and come back with the cost savings if skipping a certain site.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Use of Community Center for Quilt Show:

There is going to be a quilt show during Stock Show and the Committee wanted to know if they could use the Council Room in the Community Center without charge since it is during the Stock Show.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Spencer to allow the Committee to use the Council Room for the quilt show during Stock Show without charge.  Motion carried.
Sports Camp in Gym:

Doug Schauer just found out about a shooting camp that can come to Faith on June 21 and wanted to know if they could use the gym without charge.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Inghram to allow the use of the gym with no charge for the shooting camp.  Motion carried. 

Mag Water:

The Meade County Highway Department sent a letter on the cost of the magnesium chloride used for dust control at $.85 per linear foot of road for the road north of town.  Council agreed not to do it at this time.

Quotes on Pipe Fence:

Spencer made a motion, seconded by Berndt to table until next meeting.  Motion carried.

Mitigation Grant for Safe Room:

The Mitigation Grant for the Safe Room that was proposed at the school as a lunchroom and kitchen, does not meet the specifications at this time.

Hiring Part Time Summer Help:

The Utility Committee met and held interviews and recommends hiring Cody Teller due to his experience and CDL.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Springman to hire Cody Teller as part time summer help at $8.00 an hour with three month probation and possible evaluation for a possible raise.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Hiring Summer Recreation Help:

The Recreation Committee met and held interviews and recommends hiring three employees who will work for six weeks doing summer recreation with the kids from 1pm – 3pm Monday through Friday since the swimming pool is closed this season.  Other jobs they will do will be, plan the weeks and have prior approval with Gloria Dupper, clean bathrooms at the park, weed areas and several other odd jobs.  The Committee recommends hiring, Karli Kilby, Ashlee Antrim and Shania Heidler at $7.25 an hour.  The Council would also like to see the kids do a CPR training with Arlen Frankfurth and cell phones to be used only for emergencies.  Springman made a motion, seconded by Berndt to hire Karli Kilby, Ashlee Antrim and Shania Heidler at $7.25 an hour.  Motion carried.

Justin Inghram submitted a building permit for a steel 50’ X 100’ building on Lot 17 & 18, Block 5.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve Justin Inghram’s building permit upon Donn Dupper’s approval with a possible variance.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.

Committee Priority Lists:


Council set priority lists within each committee.


Fireworks:

The Chamber used to donate the gate money from the prior year so this year the City will be paying for all of it.  The Fire Department will shoot them and there has been a law changed, so some of the bigger fireworks can be purchased again.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve $2,500 for fireworks coming out of Community Development savings.  Motion carried.
Move Electric Pole at School:

In the plans for the new school, the electric pole that is in front of the building is staying.  It is going to be right in front of the school and Donn Dupper said it would cost around $3,000 to $4,000 to move the pole.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Spencer to move the pole at the City’s expense and ask the school to make note of this for another donation for looks and safety reasons.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Harlem Ambassadors, Inc.:

The Harlem Ambassadors have asked the City if they would prepay for them coming in October, they would reduce the bill by $300. Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve to pay Harlem Ambassadors early to receive the reduction of $300.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Trash Cans:

Heavy trash cans are needed in front of the Public Safety Building and the Community Center.  There were two quotes received but they are not exactly alike, the one online has a lid that wouldn’t allow rain in and the one at Boom Concrete is a domed lid.
