Doug Schauer – Open Gym:

Doug Schauer, on behalf of the coaches, approached the Council about using the gym for open 
gym on Monday’s (Volleyball), Tuesday’s (Girls’ Basketball) and Thursday’s (Boys’ Basketball) 
from 6:30 PM to 8:30 PM.  Mayor Haines asked if they were going to follow the same rules as 
what has been done at the school gym and Schauer stated they would be, which is 10 kids per 
session so probably two sessions, temperature checks and all criteria guidelines from the State.  
Not mandatory by the state, just something to follow.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by 
Rasmussen to approve open gym.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Prom – Durkee Lake:

Allison Haines, on behalf of the Junior Class asked the Council if they could hold a Prom 
Dance out by the Golf Club House on Friday June 26th, 2020 from 8 PM to 10 PM which is not 
sanctioned by the School.

The cost to line the west area of South Third Avenue West was $6,600 (need change 



order on that)


Have Municipal Pipe review the camera footage of the areas that weren’t opened up in 



the lining if there are any more areas.


Another area not lined was on South First Avenue West need cost and Brosz feel its 



pipe is great and didn’t need lined.


Discussion on why areas were not done and why the Council was not told those areas 



were not done.




Another concern near the Branding Iron that needs looked into.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:48 PM.

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to rescind the motion under “Claims That Were 
Moved” to not pay the claim for Brosz Engineering at $23,565.00 and direct our attorney to send a letter of the concerns.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Softball – Portable Toilet:

The toilet at the softball field is not good.  To rent portable toilets from the Septic Guys in 
Philip, it would cost $120 a toilet for the four times with mileage at $2.50 a mile one way and 
$50 each to clean.  Since we do not know how many times it is going to need to be cleaned, it 
would approximately cost from $840 to $1,040 for the four times for two toilets.  Rasmussen 
made a motion, seconded by Shalla to approve to rent two toilets for the four days of softball.  
All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve the bid specifications on file at the 
Finance Office for the loader and approve Debbie Brown to be able to sign the grant/loan 
paperwork.
