Questions for Missouri River:

Jody Peck with Missouri River gave a presentation on what Missouri River is for the City of Faith and where the Power Supply comes from.  The City of Faith receives 91.4% of it’s power from WAPA and 8.6% from Missouri River.  WAPA’s power is cheaper so the City of Faith is one of the fortunate ones to have such a contract with WAPA.  Chapman asked Peck if there were any rebates for purchasing LED street lights and she said not at this time but maybe in the future. WHEREAS, the MEMBER and MRES agreed to comply with “Rules of Compliance” as part of the Waiver;

WHEREAS, the MEMBER has drafted guidelines and documents to implement the Rules of Compliance known as the “Distributed Generation Workbook” to accommodate QFs in interconnection and power purchase arrangements, which are subject to be updated periodically;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that in recognition of the above statements, the MEMBER hereby adopts the Distributed Generation Workbook as the “Small Power Production and Co-Generation Policy.”
