AS THE SITE FOR THE NORTHWEST REGIONAL EXTENSION OFFICE
WHEREAS, South Dakota State University (SDSU) established a Seventy-Five (75) mile radius criteria for the selection of a municipality for a regional extension office: the City of Faith is centrally located in the northwestern portion of South Dakota and appropriately matches this criteria;

The selection of the City of Lemmon does not match SDSU’s established criteria and will not provide coverage for a significantly larger portion of northwestern South Dakota than other possible sites.  In addition to the excellent geographic coverage, the selection of Faith would provide the only location for excellent coverage of the Cheyenne River Sioux Reservation and avoid the necessity of creating an additional office in Eagle Butte.

WHEREAS, the City of Faith is more centrally located within South Dakota than is Lemmon; and, Faith provides an equivalent business community, health care and recreational opportunities to those offered by Lemmon;


To the extent that either of these two communities lacks businesses, shopping, health care, recreation or educational opportunities - the selection of Faith as the location for the regional extension office will provide a significantly higher likelihood that any dollars spent outside of the immediate community will stay in South Dakota.

WHEREAS, the City of Faith is a center of county, state, and federal government offices and services;

The City of Faith is a satellite office for Meade County, South Dakota, the location of a regional South Dakota Department of Transportation maintenance office, and the location of both Tri-County Conservation District and Natural Resources Conservation Service.

WHEREAS, the City of Faith has an excellent school system where children receive a high quality education and individual attention.  In addition to the current high quality educational opportunities, the Faith School District is in the process of constructing a new K-12 School Building;

WHEREAS, the City of Faith is also a excellent place to live with: available and affordable housing; a high quality local medical clinic; seven (7) churches, serving many denominations;  many recreational opportunities exist for the outdoors enthusiast; and numerous clubs and organization.  Faith is “a community rich in involvement”;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of Faith at a meeting held June 21st, 2011, hereby respectfully requests the State of South Dakota by and through South Dakota State University to reconsider its selection of the City of Lemmon as the site for the northwest regional extension office and return it to the original site of the City of Faith in the best interests of the Extension Service, the people of the entire northwest region of South Dakota, and the entire State of South Dakota.
