Job Description – Full Time Deputy Police:

Chief Van Der Linden and City Attorney, Eric Bogue are working on the job description and will have it available before the next meeting.
Budget:

Council needs to be thinking about next years budget and talking with department heads at the next meeting to see what is all needed.
FCC&D – Faith Country Car Show and Use of Gym:
Debbie Brown stated that the Faith Community Commerce and Development would like to let the Council know that a Car Show is being planned for September 17, 2016.
