Tractor Pull:

Marty Vig, on behalf of the Tractor Pull asked the Council if they can use the same area as before and have the area bladed and an area for loading and unloading.  Tractor Pull has their own insurance naming the City additional insured.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the Tractor Pull to use the area across from the Fairgrounds as before and blade the area.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Class of 2018 – Wall Cushions:
Amy Ulrich, on behalf of the Class of 2018 brought back an update on the wall cushions that the class wants to donate.  The size is changed so that took some cut outs off changing the cost.  Trainor asked if they had received more than this one quote and would like to see them get more quotes to make sure they are in the ball park.  Kelly Daughters stated that the school had received different bids when they purchased theirs and this company is the one they went with for low bid.  Daughters also asked how much they were charging to install because the school just had volunteers install the mats and that saved some.  Ulrich stated that was $2,200 to install.  Kelly Daughters would volunteer to install but would need help.  The mats will likely be here around the 1st of September.  Ulrich also would like permission for the graphics that say “Faith” on the west side and “Longhorns” on the east side in white lettering and permission to display a plaque showing who donated to the mats.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to allow the pads to be installed with the graphics and allow the plaque to be installed.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
School Lease:

The School Board agreed to the lease of three years at $30,000 a year and Bogue will write up the corrected lease.
Executive Session:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to retire into executive session at 7:23 PM to discuss contractual.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:24 PM.

Library:

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve the City Attorney to draft an appropriate amendment.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Job Descriptions:

Trainor made a motion, seconded by Brown to adopt the changes in the following job descriptions:  Foreman – Utilities No. I, Assistant Utilities Foreman – Utilities No. II and Utilities III.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve Ambulance Driver:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Chapman to approve Holly Spencer as driver upon taking her EVOC training.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Advertise for Bartender:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to advertise for a bartender again.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Approval for Signing Checks:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve Shalyn Hawley to be able to sign checks for all accounts of the City of Faith and remove Gloria Dupper.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Executive Session:

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Trainor to retire into executive session at 8:37 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:59 PM.

Accept Resignation of Matthew VanDerLinden:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to accept the resignation of Chief Matthew VanDerLinden.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Accept Resignation of Tanielle Arneson:
Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to accept the resignation of lifeguard Tanielle Arneson.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Appoint Chief of Police:

Mayor Haines would like to appoint Matt Schackow as Chief of Police.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Chapman to accept Mayor Haines’ appointment of Matt Schackow as Chief of Police.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Advertise for Police Department:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to advertise for a full time Police Officer and have applications back by July 25, 2018.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.  Council agreed to have a special Council meeting on July 26, 2018.

Food Vendor for Stock Show:

Nathan Stern who has the inflatables during stock show on Main Street, has someone interested in having his food truck between the tent and inflatables on Main Street Friday and Saturday night and would do the Tractor Pull also on Saturday.  This would not conflict with anything at the fairgrounds at these times.  Trainor made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to waive the peddler permit fee and allow him on Main Street and the Tractor Pull and will have all things needed as current SD Sales Tax Number, etc.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Close Savings Account and Open CMA(Cash Management Account):

The City currently has $1,865,745 in a savings account instead of a CD due to the fact that there are several projects that the City has that may need to access this savings to pay for part of the projects.  There is a Cash Management Account that the City could receive 1.25% interest instead of .50% that they currently receive with the savings account.  The CMA uses a tier and since this account is in the $200,000 and over tier it would receive the 1.25%.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve to close the savings account and move that money to the CMA(Cash Management Account).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
