Water Study:

City Engineer, Dana Foreman, KLJ, showed the Council the summary of the water study that he has been working on.  One of the thoughts is do a regional elevated tower to be possibly shared with Tri County Water/Mni Waste.  It would be a million gallon tank with the City needing 25% (250,000 gallons).  A bigger scale tank is less expensive per gallon.  When the City Engineer was talking with Tri County Water, they discussed that Tri County Water would like to own the tank.  There is a Tri County Water board meeting that the City Engineer would be willing to attend with whoever from the City is going to be held on August 15, 2019.  Council agreed they would like the City Engineer to attend.  Chapman asked if the water would get stale from not being heavily used all of the time and the City Engineer stated there would be a mixer in the tank to keep that from happening.  USDA Rural Development was interested in this type of set up for the grant/loan.  The current tanks really need to have an inspection which would help with the water study to show the condition of the tanks.  The City Engineer received a quote from Midco Diving & Marine Services, Inc. for both tanks at $2,449.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to approve the tank inspection from Midco Diving & Marine Services, Inc.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Task Order with KLJ:
The task order is for general services that are asked of the City Engineer,  KLJ that are not a project.   If something is needed by the City, KLJ would let the City know how many hours they think it would take and wouldn’t have to approve each item asked for up to $5,000 and when we have reached that amount another task order would be approved.  Bogue stated it would be a trust issue and doesn’t see a problem with doing the task order.  Trainor made a motion , seconded by Shalla to approve the Task Order with KLJ.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Trainor made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve to hire the engineer to see if proposed plan is going to work.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Tractor Pull:

Marty Vig, on behalf of the Tractor Pull asked the Council if they can use the same area as before and have the area bladed and an area for loading and unloading.  Vig wondered about a little bit leveler area in the NE, SE corner to pull off.  Tractor Pull has their own insurance naming the City additional insured.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Trainor to approve the Tractor Pull to use the area across from the Fairgrounds as before and blade the area.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Personnel and Possible Litigation:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Trainor to retire into executive session at 8:06 PM to discuss possible litigation and personnel.   All yes votes.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 07-16-19-03
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING BOND ANTICIPATION NOTE
WHEREAS. all conditions precedent to the offering for sale of Sewer Project Revenue Bond, Series 2019 of the City of Faith in the amount of $829,000 (the “Bonds”); and 
WHEREAS, City Council may, by resolution, issue and sell notes in anticipation of the issuance of the bonds in the manner and subject to the limitations set forth in SDCL §§ 6-8B-26 to 6-8B-29, inclusive.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FAITH, SOUTH DAKOTA AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1. Definitions.
The following capitalized terms used in this resolution shall have the meanings defined for those terms in this Section. 
"Act" means SDCL 6-8B.
"Purchaser" means a bank, savings and loan association, finance companie, bank holding companie, insurance companie and other financial institution, whether such institution is incorporated or chartered in the state of South Dakota or in another state, or under federal law, its affiliates or successors as owners of the Note. 
"City" means the City of Faith, South Dakota. 
"Code" means the United States Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. 
"Note" means the City's Bond Anticipation Note, Series 2019, which is authorized by this resolution. 
"Bond Resolution" means City Bond Resolution #07-16-19-03 passed on July 16, 2019, and authorized the Series 2019 Bonds 
SECTION 2. Interim Financing Authorized.
The City does hereby authorize the issuance and sale of bond anticipation notes in the principal amount of not to exceed $829,000.
SECTION 3. Tax-Exemption
The City covenants not to take any action or omit any action in takin or omission that would cause the interest paid on the Notes to be included in gross income under the Code. 
SECTION 4. Designation as Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligation
The City reasonably expects that it and its subordinate entities will not issue more than $10,000,000 of tax-exempt obligations during calendar year 2019.  The City hereby designates the Note as a “qualified tax-exempt obligation” pursuant to Section 265(b)(3).
SECTION 5. Delegation
The Mayor and Finance Officer or a person designated by the Mayor to act on behalf of the City under this resolution (the "City Official") may, on behalf of the City and without further action by the Council:
(a) establish the final principal amount, repayment schedule, interest rate, redemption terms, payment terms and dates, and other terms of Note, subject to the limitations of this resolution and the Act;
(b) enter into additional covenants for the benefit of the owner of the Note which are intended to enhance the creditworthiness of the Note;
(c) negotiate the terms of, and execute and deliver an agreement to sell the Note to the Purchaser or its affiliates;
(d) execute and deliver the Note; and,
(e) take any other action and execute any other documents in connection with the Note which the City Official finds will be advantageous to the City.

Seconded by Brown.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
2nd Reading Ordinance No. 335(Amending Title 9-General Regulations):

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the Second Reading of Ordinance No. 335(Amending Title 9-General Regulations).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the Second Reading of Ordinance No. 336(Regulating Open Burning).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

1st Reading Ordinance No. 337(Amending Title 11-Public Works):

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Trainor to table.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Airport – Approve CIP/Approve Mayor to sign:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Shalla to approve the Mayor to sign the agreement for the Paving the Airport Access Road Project and table the CIP approval.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

The next meeting scheduled for August 6, 2019 will be changed to July 30, 2019.

Approve to Apply for Grant for Ambulance Equipment:
Trainor made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve to apply for ambulance equipment with USDA Rural Development for a 75% Grant and a 25% Loan with the City share being around $9,000 and can pay loan off early without a penalty.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve to have the road shaped and mag the road north.  Five – yes votes.  Trainor – no.  Motion carried.
