Hellekson mentioned that she was notified that the fairgrounds was not cleaned up after the last event and had a list of other items that needed repaired at the fairgrounds that the 4-H Rodeo reported.  Brown made a motion, seconded by Trainor to approve the use of the fairgrounds with the stipulation that it is cleaned up after the event.  All yes votes. Motion carried.

Police Academy:

Robert Book is going to be going to the Police Academy starting August 17th with nine weeks being online.  Trainor made a motion, seconded by Stern to approve Robert Book to attend the South Dakota Law Enforcement Academy, upon execution of an employment contract on or before August 10, 2020, that shall include a two year minimum employment commitment to the City of Faith, and a clause that in the event of Mr. Book fails to attend the Academy or does not successfully complete his training and certification, Mr. Book shall reimburse the City of Faith for all costs associated with his attendance at the Academy, including but not limited to mileage, incidentals, salary and benefits expenditures.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Probation Period – Change:

Trainor made a motion, seconded by Stern to change the Personnel Handbook Probation Period for all new employees to one year from date of hire or successful completion of any required certification and/or training, whichever is longer.  Five – yes votes.  Hellekson – no.  Motion carried.
Lone Tree Bar Closure:

Trainor made a motion, seconded by Stern to open the Lone Tree Bar (package and on sale) normal hours Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Saturday effective tomorrow July 22, 2020.  Brown, Stern, Trainor – Yes Votes.  Three – no votes.  Mayor Haines broke the tie with a yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve Stock Show Extra Certified Extra Policemen:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Trainor to approve Ryan Serr, Tony Garcia, Charles Red Crow as certified extra policemen for Stock Show.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve to Change Certified Policeman Wage:

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Stern to change Certified Policeman wage to $17 an
hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Refurbished Outdoor Toilets:

Boom Concrete has refurbished outdoor toilets they would sell for $4,500 a toilet delivered and installed, City just has to dig the hole.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Shalla to approve to purchase two single outdoor refurbished toilets with one going to the golf house and the other 
going to the Sports Complex.

Resolution No. 07-21-2020-02(COVID):

The state has allocated COVID-19 Recovery Funds (CARES Act Funds) for cities and the amount allocated for the City of Faith is $92,917.  There are certain expenses that are allowed to 
report to receive the funds and is from March 1, 2020 to December 30, 2020.  The following resolution needs to be adopted and sent to the state before submitting bills for funding.  

Trainor introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF CONTRACTUAL DOCUMENTS WITH THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA FOR THE RECIEPT OF CARES ACT FUNDS TO ADDRESS THE
COVID-19 PUBLIC HEALTH CRISIS
WHEREAS, pursuant to section 5001 of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, Pub. L. No. 116-136, div. A, Title V (Mar. 27, 2020) (the “CARES Act”), the State of South Dakota has received federal funds that may only be used to cover costs that:  (a) are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19); (b) were not accounted for in the budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020, for the State of South Dakota; and (c) were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of  Faith acknowledges that the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may retain full use of these funds for the purposes delineated in the CARES Act; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faith acknowledges that in order to provide financial assistance to counties and municipalities in South Dakota, the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, may allocate CARES Act funds Act on a statewide basis to reimburse counties and municipalities as delineated herein; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faith seeks funding to reimburse eligible expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faith acknowledges that any request for reimbursement of expenditures will only be for expenditures that were not accounted for in the budget for the City of Faith most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the City of Faith acknowledges that it will only seek reimbursement for costs incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Faith that the Mayor of Faith may execute any and all documents as required by the State in order to receive CARES Act funds.

It is further

RESOLVED that any request for reimbursement will be only for those costs authorized by the State that:  (1) Are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; (2) Were not accounted for in the City budget most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and (3) Were incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020.

It is further

RESOLVED that the City will not request reimbursement from the State under the CARES Act for costs for which the City previously received reimbursement, or for which the City has a reimbursement request pending before another source.


Seconded by Brown.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve to Sign Agreement:

Loader Grant:

The grant for a new loader would only be up to $50,000 grant, the rest would be loan.  If we were to look at a used loader and find one on the $50,000 to $75,000, the loan amount would have to be used first and we wouldn’t get to use the grant funds.  Brown made a motion, seconded by Stern to apply for a grant/loan in the $50,000 area and look for loaders in the $50,000 to $75,000 area.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve Resignation:

Janitor, Cindy Escott, turned in her resignation no later than October 13, 2020.  Chapman made motion, seconded by Shalla to approve Cindy Escott’s resignation.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve to Advertise to Hire Janitor:

Trainor made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve to advertise for a full time janitor to start beginning of September.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Budget Discussion:

Committees and Department heads need turn in their budget before the next meeting.  

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Trainor to file a claim for the class action suit.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Community Center – Windows:

The windows in the Finance Office have really been leaking in the rain and in the winter snow comes in the windows.  Brown will call the Lumber Yard and have them look at them with Foreman Collins.
Other Items to Be Discussed – No Action Taken:

Discussion was held in regards to inflatables at the fairgrounds since the tent will not be on Main Street and will be on the agenda at the next meeting.
