The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on August 10, 2015 at 3:00 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center.  Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, Dupper called roll call, and Mayor Haines led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Council members present:  Inghram, Berndt, Collins, Lightfield, and Hellekson(3:05 PM).

Council members absent:  Chapman.

Others in attendance were:  Gloria Dupper, Eric Bogue, Jim Borth, Donn Dupper, Justin Inghram and Jon Collins.

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Justin Inghram Building:

Discussion was held on the Inghram building between the Council, Justin Inghram and Jim Borth (State Plumbing Inspector) regarding the planned use of the Inghram building for a meat locker/cutting business, the plumbing requirements for such a business, and the current code certification of the Inghram building in its current status. The council was informed that state inspection/approval of the building could be given if certain alterations were made to the internal plumbing and if the City granted a variance to the building as altered.

Following the discussion, Berndt made a motion to not give a variance, Inghram abstained, died for lack of second.  

Collins made a motion, seconded by Lightfield, to give Justin Inghram a variance on the condition that the plumbing alterations were made as described by the state plumbing inspector and that all other aspects of the building passed code inspection for its planned use.  On a roll call vote: Collins and Lightfield – yes, Berndt and Hellekson – no, and Inghram abstained. Motion failed.

Further discussion was held regarding the Council revisiting this issue after Inghram completes the plumbing alterations and completing all other inspections.  No action taken.

Collins made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to adjourn.  Motion carried.
