There is a main savings account that has Sales Tax, Capital Outlay, Swimming Pool, Fixed Assets, Community Development and General Government Building within the account.  Fixed Assets, Community Development and General Government Building is Lottery money that is transferred to the savings account and can be used for whatever the Council chooses since it is not mandated.  Currently 100% of Lottery goes into the Fixed Assets account.  Prior there were three percentages splitting the Lottery into each of those accounts.  Since it can be used for anything the Council chooses it could be put together as one account and keep putting the Lottery in the savings.  Kelly made a motion, seconded by Trainor to combine the Fixed Assets, Community Development and General Government Building savings and call it General Savings and keep transferring 100% of Lottery to that savings and transfer $15,792 from that General Savings and move to the checking for the Carnival.  All yes votes.  Motion carried. 
Approve Hiring Bartender:

Riley made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to hire Russel Johnson as a part time fill in bartender at the starting wage of $10.00 an hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
