Butler Insurance – Insurance Quote:

Karen Butler proposed a quote for City liability insurance to the Council.  Mayor Haines was going to go over the values on the vehicles for the fire department and ambulance.
Advertise to bid out:

The deck at the Public Safety Building was missed on the last quote, so it needs to be power washed and stained and since there wasn’t any other quotes other than the gutters for the library, the rest needs re bid.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to re-advertise the various construction work.  Motion carried.
Golden West Agreement:
Golden West sent an extension to the original agreement on December 7, 2007 for host and remote switching end office services until August 31, 2014.  There was a net change in the CPI (Consumer Price Index) beginning on the October 1, 2012 bill from $1360 to $1475 a month.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the extension agreement with Golden West.  Inghram – no.  Five yes votes.  Motion carried.
Airport Pavement and Striping Project:

The airport is scheduled for a pavement maintenance to seal the cracks, rejuvenate the pavement and re-paint markings as needed.  The state will pay the contractor and engineer 100% and the City will be billed the 2%.  The estimate we will owe is $1,261.75 and can be taken out of the fuel tax balance.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the project and have the money come out of the fuel tax fund.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Justin Inghram –Electric on Building:

Justin Inghram approached the Council about when he would get his electric connected.  Mayor Haines stated that Donn Dupper hoped to get to it at the end of this week or beginning of next.  The cost to move the pole and the transformers above and beyond a normal connection would be in the area of $5,000.  Inghram pointed out that he feels if he would have been able to have his variance he asked for, the pole would not have to be moved and have that extra expense.  Inghram will talk with Donn Dupper about the reason of having to move Butler’s connections.  
Inghram asked if there was an extra cop car that maybe could be set as a decoy to slow some people down on the highway coming through town.  Mayor Haines stated we sold the ones we had.

Ice House:

Reed Henschel, President of the Exhibit Board, discussed the recommendations needed on the Ice House.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to call for quotes on the recommendations submitted by the Exhibit Board.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Craft Fair:

Angel Kennedy stopped at the City Office and said she would be interested in taking care of the craft fair for the City for $250.  Spencer made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve to pay Angel Kennedy $250 to take care of the craft fair.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Budget Discussion:


Discussion was held on the budget.
Airport Grant Acceptance:

Spencer made a motion, seconded by Nolan to accept the airport grant for the “Update Airport Layout Plan (ALP) and Narrative” Project Number 3-46-0076-007-2012.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Purchase of Meter Reader and Software:

The current meter reader unit and software are outdated and if anything goes wrong with it, it can no longer be repaired.  The unit had an issue last month and that is when the company stated we should get an updated when because if something happens to it, they cannot retrieve anything for us any longer.  The estimate for the unit is $4,580 and the updated software is $1,900.  Inghram made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve to purchase the unit and updated software.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Deb Wicks:

Deb Wicks approached the Council concerning the situation with the owner of the property being the one who has to have the bill in their name instead of the renter.  There is not an Ordinance, it is just policy.
Executive Session – Personnel:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Spencer to retire into executive session at 9:15 PM for contractual.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:37 PM.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to consult the City Attorney on a 
contract.  Motion carried.
