Justin Inghram:
Justin Inghram asked the Council about the variance that he was wanting to build his building.  The Council had approved the building permit on June 7th upon Donn Dupper’s approval.  The Land Committee and Donn Dupper’s variance that they approved is:  west side 4 feet behind the property line and north side 8 feet behind property line.  Justin would like to crowd the north side more and wanted to know if the culvert could be moved.  Donn Dupper stated that the culvert was put in by the State and it could not be moved.  After much discussion, due to lack of a motion to change the variance, the variance will stay as stated. 
Lexy Hostetter – Easement:

Lexy Hostetter, representing her family, would like to request the easement that was taken away at the last meeting.  Mayor Haines referred this to the Land Committee and have the Land Committee meet with Eric Bogue and the Inghram family and bring back to the Council the recommendations. 
NRA Meeting:

Clay Peterson with the NRA asked the Council about renting the gym on September 30, 2011 and would also like the City to set up a bar that night at the gym for a meeting. Insurance Quote-Butler Insurance:

Betty Ross explained to the Council the quote submitted for City liability insurance.  Fire Department equipment, some transformers and poles need added.   Inghram made a motion, seconded by Springman to accept the quote of $30,953 for the city liability insurance.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

SD Municipal League:
Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Springman to approve Glen Haines to attend the SD Municipal League meeting in Sioux Falls October 4th -7th.  Motion carried.
Community Center Usage:
The committee met to discuss the community center usage and the following is their recommendations.  If anyone is going to put on a sports camp, it needs to be pre-approved at a council meeting.  Any special practice that is not a school event needs to be pre-approved at a council meeting.  Starting October and ending at the end of March, the committee recommended the fees in Resolution No. 09-06-11-02.  The set time will be ladies at 6PM – 7PM and men 7:30PM – 9:30PM giving the ladies time to set up and take down the net using the ½ hour from 7PM – 7:30PM.  Alan Hildebrandt will set at the door to take the money or passes.    Stage rental was discussed due to the damage that is happening with different people putting up and taking down the stage, so the City guys will be the only ones to set up and take down the stage.  That fee would be $100 in Resolution No. 09-06-11-01.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Nolan to accept the committee’s recommendations.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Hire Part Time Bartender:

Spencer made a motion, seconded by Nolan to hire Juanita Selby as part time bartender at $10.00 an hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Use of Gym – Craft Fair:

The Faith Information Center would like to host a craft fair for City of Faith on October 21, 2011 in the Community Center gym.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Nolan to approve the craft fair in the gym on October 21, 2011.  Motion carried.

Building Permits:

Terry Bottjen submitted a building permit for a roof over a cement patio on Lot 2, Block 15.  Noland made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve Terry Bottjen’s building permit.  Motion carried.

Bill Johnson submitted a building permit for replacing roof on house and shed with same material on Lot 3, N 38’ Lot 4, Block 27.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Nolan to approve Bill Johnson’s building permit.  Motion carried.
Other Items to Discuss:

Debbie Brown asked for clarification on putting in poles and lighting for the Stock Show.  When it was approved, it wasn’t stated if the City was paying for the poles, wire and labor.  Council all agreed that it was to not be billed against their budget.
