Ordinance No. 305 - 2014 Appropriation Ordinance (2nd Reading):
Berndt made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the second reading of Ordinance No. 305 – 2014 Appropriation Ordinance.  All - no votes.  Motion failed.

Visitors:
Reed Henschel updated the Council on the Ice House as far as the repairs.  The loading dock is installed and the doors are redone.  Henschel stated that he fixed more than what was on the quote which was less than $500 extra.  Painting will be next and they are almost ready for that.  The color that is in between the buildings looks as though it may have been gray instead of the red and white.  Some thoughts would be to just put a sealer on.  Debbie Brown will check with the SD Historical State Historical Society about the use of paint or sealer.
Brosz Engineering – Safe Room:

Loren Schafer and Dave Lutz updated the Council on the Safe Room progress.  A probably cost sheet was handed out totaling so far $874,620 with FEMA’s portion that they would pay being $582,509 leaving $290,484 left for the community to pay.  This estimate has some items that the grant won’t pay for like flooring, paint, certain electrical, some kitchen equipment, kitchen relocation and the connecting link.  The well field is being located as those are the wells that pull heat out of the ground for heating the school.  Some items being checked out are making sure of the frost line since the wells will artificially be pulling heat out of the ground.  Information needs to be sent to FEMA for approval and they should be ready to do by the end of October.  Bidding will likely happen in January or February giving better competition as it’s after the Holidays and contractors are looking for projects to lock in and pre-fab work can be done throughout the winter.  In kind match was discussed with the items that the City will be doing as in sewer connect etc.
Butler Insurance:

Karen Butler handed out the quote she had just received and Council went over the quote.  Some items to check out were if the heater at the pool was added and solar panels taken off.  Council is encouraged to stop in at Butler Insurance to look at the values of items.  The changes and quote will be brought to the next meeting.

James Inghram, Karen Inghram and Lexy Hostetter – Water Connection:

Utility connection requests were brought to the Council asking for water connections and Lexy Hostetter also asked for electric service. Mayor Haines stated he had talked to the City Attorney about the Ordinance that we currently have.  It does not state anything about the size of pit you should have and other things are not in the Ordinance and thought we should table until we could revise the Ordinance.  Mayor Haines stated he wasn’t against anyone having the water, just noticed that there are certain things not in the Ordinance.  Justin Inghram stated we need to take care of the water pressure problem before it freezes.  After much discussion, Spencer made a motion, seconded by Riley to table for two weeks after the Utility Committee meets and brings back the information that is needed to be changed or added in the Ordinance. Five – yes votes.  Inghram abstained.  Motion carried.
Signature Card at the Bank:

When the bank switched ownership, it was noticed that Amy Huber and Barbara Berndt are still on the signature card for the Lottery account at the bar and Amy is no longer working and we don’t usually have the bartenders on the account now.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to remove Amy Huber and Barbara Berndt from the signature card for the Lottery account.  Motion carried.

W.S.I. Reimbursement:
Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve to reimburse Tori Afdahl for her W.S.I. certification.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Survey Land at Durkee Lake:

The fence is suppose to be moved off of the dam grade so the City needs to survey to see where it can be moved to.  Riley made a motion, seconded by Spencer to approve Brosz Engineering to survey the land to move the fence.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Pressure Switch for Water Pump House:
Berndt made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to table until Donn Dupper can receive more information as to how much the labor will cost.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Picnic Tables for the Park:

Several picnic tables were researched and prices looked at.  Wooden picnic tables were asked about.  This was turned over to the Parks and Recreation committee.

Committee Reports:

Peggy Riley reported some budget items discussed.  Revising the street project from $100,000 to $10,000 to $15,000 doing the asphalite machine repairing where needed.  Doing a couple concrete dips and doing about $6,000 worth of gravel on the road north.  Blade is in need of repair which could be up to $20,000 and loader is in need of brakes.  The Shop storage building is in need of replacing the doors for around $1,500 or more.  Liquor store needs upgrade on camera’s possibly and a cooler for under the bar in the amount of $5,000 a piece.   Discussion was held in regards to the Library’s budget.  

Building Permits:

Greg and Lindy Smith submitted a building permit on Lot 5, Block 9 to maybe repair the roof.    Spencer made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
