Riley asked why people were getting paid mileage since we have the City car specifically Glen Haines and Justin Haines.  It was explained to her that Justin’s was for the Fire Department training which comes out of the Fire Department budget and Glen Haines had taken his own pickup to get the fireworks as you wouldn’t want the fireworks hauled with the City car and he had donated his time to go get the fireworks.

Lake Fence:

Tim Bernstein approached the Council about the fence that borders him next to the lake.  Fences in areas around the lake seem to be incorrect and Bernstein would like to install some fence but wants it to be correct.  Bernstein would be willing to pay a portion of the surveying if the City would get it surveyed.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to split the cost of the survey and as soon as survey is complete to have the City’s half of the fence built as soon as possible.  All yes votes.
