Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve the claims as presented.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Keystone Pipeline-Trans Canada:
Brittany Brockway, on behalf of Trans Canada explained the upcoming project close to Faith:
· All three permits from South Dakota, Nebraska and Montana have been obtained.
· Pipe will be coming to the pipe yard within the month.

· Work will begin sometime in 2019.

· There is a Road Haul Agreement at the County level and the pipeline will be upgrading bridges and roads in Meade County that they will be using.

· Camp size will hold 600 – 1,200 people but there generally will not be that many.

· It is highly suggested that the workers stay on site.

· Security is onsite.

Mayor Haines asked why there hasn’t been any locals hired as when this was first discussed, Keystone stated they would be hiring locals.  Brockway stated that there has not been anything awarded to any prime contractors yet.  Lexy Inghram asked it there was a website with a timeline.  Brockway stated they do not yet have one because it’s preconstruction.  Chapman asked what kind of demands will be on the Fire Department and Ambulance, and what to expect for traffic, vehicles and people.  There will be a nurse on duty to handle some injuries.  Chapman asked if there was going to be a need for a traffic light and Brockway stated that would be up to the County and in the Road Haul Agreement.  Mike Fisher stated a guy said they are burying pipe.  Brockway stated there are no holes for pipe yet.  Brockway stated that when the line is completed there will be maintenance, every two weeks is a visual check and every month is an internal check.  Sensors are connected to a control site in Calgary.  Pipe will be 20 foot under rivers and 3½ to 4 feet everywhere else.  A question was asked if they could buy liquor here and take back to camp and Brockway did not know at this time what this camp’s rules are yet.  Justin Inghram asked if they knew how many employees would be hired and any data on injuries so the ambulance service might know what to expect.  Brockway stated she did know at this time.  Matt Schackow asked about the security.  Dwayne Jones, head of the security stated that number of security will change as need arises and there are strict rules at the camp with security systems in place.  JD Williams asked about protestor situations.  Brockway stated that there have been meetings with the State and County police to make a plan.  Brockway shared her contact information and said if there were questions to contact her and she can get the information needed.  Mike Fisher stated that the City should invest in a speaker system for the Council Room as he could not hear the discussion.

Health Insurance Renewal:

The grandfathered plan had been presented prior showing the 19.67% increase so Karen Butler explained to the Council the other health care options available, all being ACA plans.  The current grandfathered plan would never be available again if they chose not to accept that plan.  All of the ACA plans are charged per dependent up to three children max but would increase as each dependent ages and the coverage would be less.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to keep the grandfathered plan.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
EMT Conference:

Kris Escott explained that at the prior meeting the Council had approved Brittany Brooks to go to the EMT Conference paying the full amount.  Brittany Brooks does not take call very often and prior the City only paid half of the conference for LuAnn Bubbers who doesn’t take call very often.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to change the decision from the last meeting to pay for one half of Brittany Brooks’ conference fees with no per diem.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
RDO – Loader Options:

Dana Brentlinger with RDO submitted a proposal of options for leasing a loader and explained the leases and loaders.  The proposed leases are through the end of the month as prices will change at that point.  No action taken at this time.  
Encroachment Violation:

Justin Inghram stated that his mother’s home is coming between October 10th and October 20th and would like to use the approach and once the house is set they would take the approach out.  If Council could wait until the November meeting he would have the dirt out of there, can’t make a promise that all will be off, but most of it.  Inghram stated he was not sure what he would be asking for, an extension or something.  He said the way the house will set with the hitches facing north in the trees is the only way to get the trucks out. Councilman Trainor stated that Inghram’s were not suppose to finish the approach and were given twenty four hours to get it removed and feels they should be able to get the trucks out without the approach.  Lexy Inghram stated that she had tried contacting each councilman and two did not return her calls. Much discussion was held back and forth about prior violations.  After much discussion Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Chapman to retire into executive session for possible litigation at 8:35 PM.  Motion carried.

Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 9:20 PM.  

Airport – Change Order on Fence with Gate:
Shane Steiner stated that the change order has been made adding the fence with a gate that was discussed with Jon Collins.  Fence will cost $8,500 and the City’s 5% portion will be $425.  The seeding and mulching will start tomorrow and final inspection will happen before next meeting.  Bogue asked since it is going to be really windy tomorrow what happens if the seeding and mulching doesn’t work.  Steiner stated there is a year guarantee.  First bill from Morris Inc. has been submitted at $242,000 and 10% has been withheld until final inspection.  Collins stated that working with Mike Kindsfater with KLJ and Morris Inc. went very well and having Kindsfater there all the time was good to see as there was a point that Kindsfater had them tear something out and redo it.  
Electric Extension – King’s:

Jerrica King asked the Council if they made a decision on electric for her house.  Trainor stated that the committee met and the estimate is $6,200 and it could be $200 more or less and should be able to start right away with underground.  King stated she would discuss with her dad and get back to them.

Paul Taylor submitted a building permit for a fence on the east side of his property on Lots 5 & 6, Block 15.  Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve Paul Taylor’s building permit.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Paul’s Feed & Seed submitted a building permit for a fence on the north side of his property on Railroad Sub Lot 1, Block 4 and pins are located.  Chapman made a motion, seconded by Brown to approve Paul’s Feed & Seed fence.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Chapman to adjourn.  Motion carried.
