Meade County Director of Equalization:
Garet Hunt made the Council aware that they have started to re-assess the community on October 6th.  Ray Schnider is also with him and will be going house to house and if someone is not home, they will leave a door hanger for the owner to call them to set up an appointment.  The rest of the County has been re-assessed and they are finishing up on this end of the County.  When appeals come in for the meeting in March, they will see what and how many there are and will attend the meeting to explain and go over the appeals with the owners at that time.  This is usually done in a five year period.
Galen Neiderwerder – Meade County Commissioner:

Neiderwerder explained some things that could benefit the community.  There is a discretionary tax formula being used for any commercial building valued over $30,000 or agriculture building valued over $10,000 will be tax free for five years.  He also wanted to let the community know that the Sturgis Economic Council has funds to loan a business that the County has put money into and Faith area would be able to apply.  Neiderwerder also discussed some problems and corrections to County roads.
Justin Inghram – Dispute of a Bill and Locker Plant Permission:

Inghram asked for permission to the use the “City Name”, Faith Locker Plant.  Inghram discussed with the Council about his bill for moving the pole by his commercial building.  Inghram stated that Donn told him that he was going to move the pole anyway and that it wasn’t a big deal.

Collins made a motion, seconded by Chapman to retire into executive session at 8:01 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 8:30 PM.  

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve Ashlee Frankfurth as driver upon receiving an updated doctor slip and go on three observing runs.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Council directed Debbie Brown to send out letters to all City employees to ask that all personal property not used within a normal course of duties and not approved by your supervisor shall be removed from City property within one month.

Sharing of Mineral Rights Title Search:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Collins to direct Bogue to clean up the legal language on the titles that are needed and not share the title search with the interested party.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Approve Fiber Connections:
Five areas are in need of being connected to the fiber and it is estimated to cost $10,000 to $11,000 for the connections and equipment.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve the connections.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Repair of Frost Jacket on Water Tower:

The frost jacket on the water tower has separated and has been turned into the insurance.  Collins made a motion, seconded by Chapman to approve the repair of the frost jacket.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Building Permits:

Justin and Shara Haines submitted a building permit for new siding on Lots 8-12, Block 13.  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the building permit.  Motion carried.
Collins made a motion, seconded by Chapman to adjourn.  Motion carried.
