ENCROACHMENTS IN THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY

Sections:

4.05.010    Encroachment into the public right-of-way – Definition.
4.05.020    Encroachment permits.
4.05.030    Administration of encroachment permits.
4.05.040    Rights not conveyed.
4.05.050    Permit fee.
4.05.010 Encroachment into the public right-of-way – Definition.
An “encroachment into the public right-of-way” is defined as any intrusion, irrespective of height or size, into a sidewalk, street, or other public right-of-way and includes, but is not limited to, fill material, retaining walls, rockeries, plants either deliberately planted or growing from adjacent property, or any other material or structures. 

4.05.020 Encroachment permits.
An encroachment into a public right-of-way (ROW) is not allowed without an encroachment permit issued by the City. An encroachment permit shall not be granted when any of the following conditions are present:

A.
The City has a planned project to utilize the portion of the ROW in which the encroachment is proposed;

B.
The proposed encroachment would create an immediate sight distance obstruction at intersections, or, if in the case of flora, could reasonably grow into a sight distance obstruction or other obstruction;

C.
Utility lines near the proposed obstruction would render maintenance of the utility lines more difficult;

D.
The proposed encroachment would create a public nuisance;

E.
The proposed encroachment would create a safety hazard to motorists, bicyclists, or pedestrians; or

F.
The proposed encroachment would obstruct the maintenance of public roads, shoulders, and/or stormwater systems or otherwise increase the cost to maintain those City improvements.

4.05.030 Administration of encroachment permits.
Any encroachment permit issued by the City shall include provisions for the following:

A.
Specify the type and location of materials, plants, or structures to be allowed in the right-of-way;

B.
A property survey or other similar diagram showing the location, with precise measurements from the right-of-way, of each encroachment shall be provided by applicant and shall be attached to the final encroachment permit; 

C.
Specify the rights and responsibilities of the city and the adjacent land owner for maintenance and eventual removal of the encroachment;

D.
Make provisions for future access to the right-of-way for utilities, drainage, vehicles, and pedestrians;

E.
Protect the public health and safety;

F.
State that the City shall be entitled to revoke an encroachment permit and that the property owner shall return the property to the same or better condition than existed prior to the encroachment;

G.
A hold harmless agreement and certificate of insurance indemnifying the City;

H.
That the encroachment permit or other encroachment agreement shall be recorded in the Meade County Register of Deeds office and that the applicant shall pay any applicable recording fee thereon; and

I.
Other criteria deemed necessary by the Council in light of each individual application. 

4.05.040 Rights not conveyed.
An encroachment permit shall not constitute a surrender by the City of any property rights to the right-of-way.

4.05.050 Permit fee.
A nonrefundable application fee of Five Hundred Dollars ($ 500.00) shall be charged for each encroachment permit application, regardless of whether the permit is granted or not.

Ordinance No. 316 – Supplemental Budget - Ordinance (1st Reading):
Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 316 – Supplemental Budget.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Fireworks Insurance:
Karen Butler explained the detonation insurance and sponsorship portion of the fireworks insurance are two different things and two different prices. The sponsorship will cost another $261 and the detonation amount was already paid in the amount of $429.  The City could purchase from Lew’s Fireworks, but it would be less coverage and not sure if it would cover the detonation portion.  Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to stay with the Continental Western Insurance and pay the extra $261 for the sponsorship.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Use of Gym – Carol Pratt/USD Mixed Choir:

Carol Pratt asked the Council for the use of the gym on the afternoon of April 8, 2016 for the USD Mixed Choir.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to consider the USD as a school function and waive the fee.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Liquor License Renewals:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve renewing the following licenses for 2016: 
VFW(Retail On Sale), Municipal Liquor Store(Retail on and off sale), Vilas Pharmacy(Retail on/off sale Wine), Two R Bar & Grill, LLC.(Retail On Sale – Sunday Sales)  All yes votes.  Motion Carried.

Approve Dish Network or Direct TV:
Dish Network was going to be $79.99 a month for one year and then will be $114.99 a month after that.  Direct TV would be $114.99 a month and then will be $169.99 a month.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to approve to connect with Dish Network at the Lone Tree Bar.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Lot Measurement Release Form:

Berndt made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the form that Eric Bogue presented to the Council.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Consortia – New Fee:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the new contract fee changing from $1500 a month to $1600 a month and the hourly rate from $150 an hour in excess of the 10 hours that are contacted to $160 an hour.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Approve Faith Community Commerce and Development upcoming event:

Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to table until next meeting.

Building Permits:
Debora Wicks submitted a building permit on Lot 10, Block 25 for a 12’x 12’ addition.  This will be replacing the 12’ x 8’ current addition and possibly move the 12’ x 8’ to the back door.  Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Berndt to approve Debora Wick’s building permit.  Motion carried.
Greg and Ann Fisher submitted a building permit on Lot 3 of Outlot K for a 16’ X 24’ pavilion (covered patio).  Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Inghram to approve Greg and Ann Fisher’s building permit.  Motion carried.

Inghram made a motion, seconded by Berndt to retire into executive session at 7:55 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.
