Ordinance No. 331 Supplemental Budget (1st Reading):

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 331 (Supplemental Budget).  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Sewer Cleaning:

Normally this time of year the City would do jetting of sewer lines. Accept Resignation – Bartender:

Rasmussen made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to accept the resignation of Staci Smith for the three days a week shifts but can fill in so she no longer will receive retirement.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Advertise for Bartender:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to advertise for a bartender.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Executive Session – Possible Litigation:

Brown made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to retire into executive session at 7:40 PM to discuss possible litigation per SDCL1-25-2.3.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 7:51 PM.
Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Rasmussen to adjourn.  Motion carried.
