All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Two R Bar & Grill – Clarify Sunday Sales:

Wanda Ruth clarified to the Council about the Sunday sales that was approved on October 7, 2014, will be every Sunday.  She thought at the time it would only be a few Sunday’s, but with the extra Sports Channel, she has decided it will be every Sunday.

Ambulance Hours:
Discussion was held to change the on call hours from 280 hours to 220 hours to receive the $1.50 an hour on call instead of the $1.00 an hour and paramedics will receive $2.50 an hour on call instead of $2.00.   Berndt made a motion, seconded by Collins to approve changing the hours on call from 280 hours to 220 hours to receive the higher wage per hour starting January 1, 2015.  All yes votes.  Motion carried.
Executive Session:

Hellekson made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to retire into executive session at 6:07 PM to discuss personnel.  Motion carried.


Mayor Haines declared the Council out of executive session at 7:00 PM.

Salaries:

Collins made a motion, seconded by Lightfield to change the handbook to state the City will pay 60% of family insurance, Raise Cindy Escott $.26 an hour and raise anything that was below the new minimum wage to $8.50 as of 01-01-15.
