The Common Council for the City of Faith, South Dakota met in special session on March 19, 2018 at 6:30 P.M. in the Community Room of the Community Center.  Mayor Haines called the meeting to order, Brown called roll call, and Trainor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council members present:  Brown, Chapman, Hellekson, Kelly, Riley and Trainor.

Others in attendance were:  Debbie Brown, Robert Fisher, Jack Valentine, Donn Dupper, Jon Collins, Sandra Rasmussen, Chancey Shrake, Tanya and Bill Bushong.

Riley made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Sewer Collection System Lining/Repair Project Hearing:
Chancey Shrake explained the areas of the sewer that are bad that possibly will need dug up.  The cost increased from the estimate prior at $1,334,142 to $1,830,821.  Biggest reason for increase is Shrake was under the assumption that there was more PVC pipe than there was.  The biggest portion is old clay which some is crumbling.  Since the increase in cost, Lysann with Black Hills Council of Local Governments stated she would check on a  budget amendment with CDBG (Community Development Block Grant).
Some of the questions about lining was:

Life expectancy – 40-50 years.

Cleaning -  Won’t have to happen up to at least every five years and now it is done annually.

A block will take up to 2 ½ hours to complete if just lining.  It will need to be heated and pressurized, cooled and then a little robotic unit cuts all services.

How long this process or product has been around – 1980’s it started to be around and then about 20 years ago, it has taken off and the lining back in the 80’s looks just like new.


The lining will be about 6 milliliters thick.

Chapman made a motion, seconded by Riley to adjourn.  Motion carried.
