Lightfield introduced the following resolution for it’s adoption:

Resolution No. 07-01-12-01

A RESOLUTION RESTRICTING THE USE OF FIREWORKS

The Common Council of the City of Faith, Meade County, South Dakota, hereby resolves as follows:

WHEREAS the Common Council received a request from the Fire Chief that fireworks not be allowed in City limits due to the extreme fire danger.

WHEREAS pursuant to City of Faith Ordinance Title 5, Chapter 5.04, Section 5.0402 and 5.0403 the use of the fireworks within the limits of the city may be restricted by resolution of the City Council as the City Council may deem necessary due to the existence of heightened fire danger.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED The Faith City Council deems it necessary due to the existence of heightened fire danger to prohibit the use of fireworks within the limits of the City of Faith or within one mile or any City property.


Seconded by Hellekson.

Bill Hibner stated he would like to see the City not ban fireworks in city limits as people will just go to the Perkins County line and shoot them off, as they did already, and you can contain a fire in town easier than in the country.  A fireman had stated prior to the meeting that he would like to see a ban on fireworks.  After much discussion, the council voted as follows.
All yes votes.  Motion carried.

Fireworks at the Lake:

Council agreed to not do fireworks at the Lake also at this time.  Motion carried.
Lightfield made a motion, seconded by Hellekson to adjourn.  Motion carried.
